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YOUNG ADULT BOOK CATEGORIES
YOUNG ADULT FICTION 
ALL fictional works appropriate for young adults, aged 12‑16 years old.  

YOUNG ADULT NON‑FICTION
ALL non‑fictional works appropriate for young adults, aged 12‑16 years old.  

YOUNG ADULT ADVENTURE FICTION
Suspenseful, hazardous and exciting stories of events where the main characters are teenagers.  

E.g. Tomorrow series, Alex Rider, Matthew Reilly
YOUNG ADULT AUSTRALIAN FICTION
Fictional works by authors who are Australian by birth or citizenship.  

E.g. Isobelle Carmody, Melina Marchetta, John Marsden 
YOUNG ADULT DETECTIVE AND MYSTERY 
Stories about crimes or mysterious occurrences, where main characters become involved in detecting who is responsible, and what has happened.

E.g. Anthony Horowitz, Philip Pullman, Carolyn Keene
YOUNG ADULT FANTASY
Stories involving imaginary or improbable situations, usually occurring in an earth-like setting.

E.g. Garth Nix, Emily Rodda, Isobelle Carmody
YOUNG ADULT PERCEPTIVE FICTION
These stories contain highly developed characters who experience decisive moments in their life and progress towards some degree of self-awareness.

E.g. Margaret Clark, Markus Zusak, JD Salinger 
YOUNG ADULT ROMANCE
Light romance stories involving teenagers, generally not including descriptions of sex.

E.g. Stephenie Meyer, Cathy Hopkins, Jacqueline Wilson
YOUNG ADULT SCIENCE FICTION
Speculative fiction about the potential use of technology for the future of mankind, stories on life in outer space or the future, and also time travel to the past.  Alien life forms, robots and their variants often feature.  

E.g. Doctor Who, Scott Westerfield, Catherine Jinks
YOUNG ADULT SPORT & RECREATION FICTION
Works of fiction where the action revolves around sport, or where the running of a sports/recreational event affects characters in some way.

E.g. Bend it like Beckham, books by Matthew Reilly
YOUNG ADULT SUPERNATURAL FICTION
Fictional works involving supernatural phenomena, such as ghosts, ESP.

E.g. Stephanie Meyer, JK Rowling, Monica Dickens
YOUNG ADULT WIT AND HUMOR
Humorous tales that are often combined with other genres, to produce a light-hearted tone.

E.g. Confessions of Georgia Nicholson, Lockie Leonard 
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
